Kilt is a traditional dress of men and boys in the Scottish Highlands of the 16™ century.
Since the fifteenth century, each Scottish family (or clan) has worn its own tartan as a kind of
badge. It was a useful way of recognizing people, especially in times of war. Many tartans
date only from the 19" century, but some of the old patterns still exist. “Dress” tartans, worn
on special occasions, have light, bright colours. Hunting tartans are usually green, blue or
brown.

Scotland is very beautiful country with interesting history and traditions. If you will have
such opportunity you should visit Scotland.
